Thoughtful consideration of ethics, ethical decision making and ethical dilemmas is a primary component of a “V” designated course.  This discussion of ethical decisions necessarily involves understanding and applying a variety of ethical concepts such as justice, fairness, or loyalty.  V-courses involve an effort to bring students to empathetically appreciate how ethical dilemmas feel to those who confront them.  To achieve this goal students in these courses must actively engage in ethical reasoning and acts of ethical imagination and must practice looking at both sides of an issue.  This active engagement in ethical deliberation may take the form of papers, examinations or other activities.
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
